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Specific Regulations :

1. Students majoring in Diplomacy must complete all of the 63 required credits, 28~32
General Education credits, and 37~41 elective credits. Electives may be chosen freely
among courses offered by this department or other departments. Credits acquired in
Double Major, Minors, and Programs can also be regarded by this department as elective
credits.

2. With the exception of Area Studies, students from other departments are not admitted to
the required courses offered by this department. This restriction does not apply to the
students with Double Major and Minors of this Department.

3. Elective Physical Education credits can NOT be used to meet the graduation requirements.

4. A maximum of FOUR (4) Elective Military Discipline credits can be considered elective
credits.

5. Credits taken from the additional Area Studies may be considered as elective credits .
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
