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“How can a president of the United States give a State of the Union
speech and not mention - not one word - about climate change when
the leading scientists of the world tell us that climate change is real,
that climate change is caused by human activity, that climate change
is already causing devastating harm in the United States,” Sanders
said. “Furthermore, the scientists tell us we have a very short, 12
years, not a lot of time in order to transform our energy system away
from fossil fuels.”
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
