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This course is designed primarily to providing graduate students a
better understanding of peace and conflict studies in world politics.

3.  Commerce and Conflict: One strand of IPE focuses on how
commercial exchange and/or institutions lead to peace, though
debates are still underway. This strand is mainly composed of
four parts: trade, foreign direct investment, commercial
integration, and capitalism. For the following four weeks we will
learn how these ideas promote (or inhibit) peace.

4. Civil War: Since the end of the Cold War, civil conflict studies has
become a major strand of conflict studies. In fact, according to
Gleditsch et al. (2002); Themn’er and Wallensteen (2014), In
2013 23 civil wars were still ongoing, while there was no single
interstate conflict. In this section we will learn why civil war
starts and survives.
